Hanes y Clwb
The first documented mention of football in 
St Asaph appears in a book “Companion 
to Asaph”. Published in 1888. According to 
the author a club called St Asaph Football 
Club that had been in existence for some 
time became St Asaph Athletic Football 
Club in 1885. In 1887 the team reached the 
final of the North Wales Junior Cup. At that 
time the team played at Elwy Park Grove, 
the present venue of St Asaph Football 
Club.

Very little documentation exists about 
football in the city for much of the 20th 
century although it’s possible that the team 
played in the Dyserth League for much of 
that time. In 1973 the Dyserth and Halkyn 
Leagues were amalgamated as the newly 
formed Clwyd League, which at the time 
had 5 Divisions. St Asaph finished Runners 
up in Division 3 in the 1976-77 season. But 
it appears that the club folded about 1980. 
The team were reformed for the 1990-91 
season after ten years without a Senior 
football team. The team had Graham 
Hunter and Simon Nixon as joint player 
managers. They were accepted back 
into the Premier League and had a very 
successful season finishing runners up in

the league, winning both the President’s 
Cup and the League Cup and runners up 
in the Auxiliary League. In season 1991-
92 the first team finished fourth in the 
Clwyd Premier League and won both the 
Presidents Cup and the League Cup.

In the 1992-93 season the first team 
became Clwyd League champions and 
were promoted to the Welsh Alliance. The 
team finished mid table and were looking 
forward to consolidating their position 
during the next season. Their hopes 
however were dashed when an arson 
attack destroyed the changing rooms and 
without the required facilities the team had 
to fold.

Football returned to St Asaph in 2000 when 
the junior football teams were formed to 
play in the Rhyl and District Junior League. 
The Council built a new Pavilion which was 
opened in 2006 and Senior football was 
re-established in 2006-07 season when the 
team joined the Clwyd League Division 2. 
After finishing second in 2008-09 the team 
were promoted to Division 1. The following 
season 2009-10 the team won the League 

Championship and were promoted to the 
Premier League. Season 2012-13 saw the 
team become champions of the Premier 
League and win promotion to the Welsh 
Alliance League Division 2 finishing fourth 
in the League and sharing the Fair Play 
Trophy with Blaenau Amateurs.

Season 2014-15 saw the Saints Crowned 
Champions of Division 2 as well as 
completing the double by winning the 
League Cup. From season 2015-16 to 
season 2019-20 they played in the Welsh 
Alliance Division 1, winning the Fair Play 
Trophy in season 2016-17. In 2020 the club 
were awarded their Tier 3 License and 
were accepted into the Ardal Leagues for 
2020-21 before the COVID-19 pandemic 
caused competitive football to be 
suspended until late 2021.

A Reserves team was established in the 
Vale of Clwyd & Conwy League in 2017 
before playing in the Welsh Alliance 
Reserves League in season 2019-20. The 
Club also has a strong Junior Section with 
teams in the Rhyl & District Junior League.
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Roedd y gem gwpan yma wedi 
cael ei drefnu ar gyfer diwedd 
mis Tachwedd.

Roedd gan dim 
criced Llay Welfare gem gartref ar 
y Dydd Sadwrn felly doedd dim 
modd chwarae ar y diwrnod yna. 
Felly canslo oedd yr opsiwn orau 
o bosib? Na. Chwarae’r gem ar 
y Dydd Sul! Yr un amser a gem 
Cymru!! Ar ol gig Dylan a Neil ar 
lan mor Felin noson cynt!!!! Heb 
drio neud esgusodion cyn dechrau’r 
gem, ond Nice 1 Llay.

Pawb fewn i’r ceir fore Dydd Sul odd hi 
felly ac awe lawr yr A55 unwaith eto (big 
shout out i’r dreifars). Llygaid y non-players 
yn goleuo wrth weld y clubhouse wrth droi 

fewn at y cae ac Alwyn yn holi pa architect 
wnaethon nhw ddefnyddio er mwyn cal un 
tebyg yng nghae Seilo. 

Ymlaen at y gem. Dim y dechrau gorau i 
Felin wrth i 2 ymosodwr mawr y tim cartref 
achosi tipyn o drafferth a sgoriodd un 
ohonyn nw ryw 20 munud i fewn i’r gem. 
Bu newid siap i’r tim yn ystod y ‘drinks 
break’ i chwarae 5 at the back and Cra in 
attack ond ni weithiodd hyn mor effeithiol 
ag y disgwylir. Gol arall i wneud hi’n 2-0 
jyst cyn hanner amser. Pennau Felin i lawr 
felly yn mynd fewn i’r ystafell newid. Mi 
aeth y pennau yn bellach i lawr unwaith 
cafwyd wybod bod Cymru lawr 2-1 yn 
erbyn Belarus gan yr hogia oedd wedi 
dewis country before club a wedi mynd i’r 
bar. 

Dechreuodd yr ail hanner hefo showts 
o ‘da ni heb ddod i’r s**thole yma ar 
Ddydd Sul i golli’. Ond 10 munud fewn i’r 
ail hanner, roedd Felin lawr 6-0. Hefo’r 
tymheredd yn hitio’r mid 30s (ish), roedd

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pawb jyst eisiau mynd adra. Neu i’r 
clubhouse i weld os oedd Cymru yn cael 
gwell hwyl. Newid siap odd yr ymateb 
a dod ag Al Em a Rhisiart Gochbiwb 
ymlaen i adio bach o dân i’r tim. A mi 
weithiodd hyn wrth i unai Owain Em, Al 
Em, Dyl jnr neu Gruff sgorio. Inswinging 
corner gan Ows oedd ella wedi croesi’r 
lein, wedyn scramble mawr hefo Gruff ac 
Al yn involved yn sicrhau fod y bel i fewn. 
Dyl yn cael y clod ar app Cymru Football. 
Comeback on? Nope. Seithfed Llay yn 
mynd fewn ychydig o funudau wedyn gan 
annog Connor i ddeud ‘da ni ddim yn 
ysgwyd llaw hein ar ol y gem iawn?’. Ac Al 
yn dweud ‘1-1 oddi pan oni ar y cae’. Felly 
o leiaf roedd un ohonom ni’n fodlon efo 
sut athi. 

Sioc fwya’r diwrnod o’dd digwyddiad 
nesa’r dydd – Lenny yn bwyta! ‘Ia mond 2 
sosij bach ia’. Ar ol clec i beint neu ddau, 
gwylio bach o’r bowls, a phenderfynnu lle 
i stopio am beint, nol ar yr A55 oddi am 
Plyff Llanelwy. Cyn sylwi bod y lle rhy posh

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Er mai dim ond ers 1977 y mae’r clwb 
presennol wedi’ ffurfio, mae nifer o dimau 
wedi bodoli yn y pentref yn y gorffennol. 
Mae tystiolaeth o dîm yn y pentref yn y 
1890au yn ogystal ag amryw o dimau yn y 
1920au a 30au.

Mae ‘na gofnod o Port Dinorwic yn ennill 
Cwpan Alves Cynghrair Caernarfon a’r 
Cylch yn 1945/46. Roedd y timau yma i 
gyd yn chwarae eu gemau cartref ar gae 
yn Stad y Faenol.

Cyn y clwb presennol, roedd tim yn y 
1960au a chwaraeodd yng Nghyngrair 
Caernarfon a’r Cylch am ddau dymor. 
Roedd y clwb yma’n chwarae ar yr un cae 
a’r clwb presennol.

Ffurfiwyd y clwb presennol ar y 3ydd o 
Orffennaf, 1977 fel Portdinorwic Football 

Club, gan ymuno a Chynghrair Caernarfon 
a’r Cylch. Blwyddyn yn ddiweddarach, 
newidiwyd enw’r clwb i Clwb Pel Droed 
Y Felinheli (sef yr enw sy’n cael ei 
ddefnyddio heddiw).

Ennillodd y clwb Cynghrair Caernarfon a’r 
Cylch yn 1981/82 a 1982/83, ac yn 1983/84 
ymunodd y clwb a’r cynghrair newydd, 
Cynghrair Gwynedd. Felin oedd ennillwyr 
cyntaf y gynghrair yma ac yn sgil hyn, 
cafwyd dyrchafiad i Gynghrair Undebol y 
Gogledd (The North Wales Coast League). 
Yn 1987/88, ennillodd y clwb eu tlws 
mwyaf sef y ‘North Wales Coast Challenge 
Cup’, a roedd y clwb yn ail yn yr un 
cystadleuaeth yn 1988/89 a 1989/90.

Yn 1991/92 cyrhaeddodd y clwb eu safle 
uchaf erioed, sef ail yng Nghynhrair 

Hanes y Clwb
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Undebol y Gogledd. Yn ogystal a hyn, 
gwelwyd y dorf mwyaf erioed yn Cae Seilo 
pan ddaeth tua 600 o bobl i weld gem 
olaf y tymor yn erbyn Llangefni Town i 
benderfynnu tynged y gynghrair. Ennillodd 
y clwb Cwpan Alves y Cynghrair Undebol 
yn yr un tymor gan guro Nantlle Vale.

Yn 1994/95, disgynodd y clwb yn ol i 
Gynghrair Gwynedd, ble treuliwyd y 
6 tymor nesaf. Yn ystod y cyfnod yma, 
roedd llwyddiant i’r clwb yn Cwpan 
Barrit, ac yn 2001, ennillodd y clwb 
Gynghrair Gwynedd a cael dyrchafiad yn 
ol i Gynghrair Undebol y Gogledd. Yn y 
tymor cyntaf yn ol, gorffennodd y clwb yn 
hanner uchaf y tabl, ond nid oedd y tymor 
canlynol mor llwyddianus a disgynodd y 
clwb yn ol i Gynghrair Gwynedd. Roedd 
disgyniad arall y tymor canlynol yn ol i 
Gynghrair Caernarfon a’r Cylch.

Dros y blynyddoedd nesaf, roedd y clwb 
yn ail yn y tabl ar nifer o achlysuron, a 
ennillodd y clwb y NWCFA Junior Cup yn 
2013 a 2014.

Yn 2013/14, cyflawnodd y clwb y trebl gan 
ennill y gynghriar, y Junior Cup a Cwpan 

Llun Mewn Ffram gan sicrhau dyrchafiad 
yn ol i Gynghrair Gwynedd.

Ar ol cyfnod byr o ddwy flynedd yng 
Nghynhrair Gwynedd, dyrchafwyd y clwb 
yn ol i system cynghreiriau yr FAW ar 
ol cyflawni’r dwbl gan ennill Cynghrair 
Gwynedd a Cwpan Gwynedd yn nhymor 
2014/15.
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Although the current club was only formed 
in 1977, there have been many teams in 
the village in the past. There is evidence 
of a team in the village in the 1890s and 
various teams during the 1920s and 30s.

There’s a record of Port Dinorwic winning 
the Caernarfon & District League Alves 
Cup in 1945/46. All of the above teams 
played their home games on a field within 
the Faenol Estate.

Before the current club there was a team 
in the 1960’s that played in the Caernarfon 
& District League for two seasons, this 
club played on the same ground that the 
current club plays on.

The current club was formed on the 3rd 
of July 1977 as Portdinorwic Football 
Club and entered the Caernarfon And 

District League. A year later the name was 
changed to Clwb Pel Droed Y Felinheli 
(which is the name that is currently used).

The club won the Caernarfon And District 
League in 1981/82 and 1982/83, and in 
1983/84 they entered the newly formed 
Gwynedd League, of which they were the 
inaugural champions and got promoted 
to the Welsh Alliance League (The North 
Wales Coast League). In 1987/88 the 
club won their highest honors the North 
Wales Coast Challenge Cup, the club were 
finalist in the same competition in 1988/89 
and 1989/90.

In 1991/92 the club gained their highest 
league position of 2nd in the Welsh 
Alliance League, they also had their 
highest attendance of all time when 

Club History
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approximately 600 people turned up at 
Cae Seilo to watch the end of season title 
decider against Llangefni Town. Also that 
season, the club were the Welsh League 
Alves Cup Winners against Nantlle Vale.

In 1994/95 the club were relegated back 
to the Gwynedd League, where the club 
spent the next 6 seasons. During this 
period the club gained success in the 
Barritt Cup, in 2001 the club won the 
Gwynedd League, gaining promotion 
back to the Welsh Alliance League. After a 
relatively successful 1st season back with a 
top half finish, the 2nd season was not as 
impressive finishing at the foot of the table 
being relegated to the Gwynedd League. 
With a further relegation the next season 
to the Caernarfon District League.

Over the next few years the club were 
runners up a few times along with back to 
back NWCFA Junior Cup titles in 2013 and 
2014.

In 2013/14 the club achieved the coveted 
League, Junior Cup and Llun Mewn Ffram 
treble achieving a promotion back to the 
Gwynedd League.

After a short two season spell in the 
Gwynedd League the club gained 
promotion back into the FAW’s directly 
affiliated league system after winning the 
Gwynedd League and Cup double in the 
2014/15 season.
