Club History
Denbigh Town Football Club was formed in 1880 
and has remained one of the most popular and 
highly respected Clubs in North Wales ever since. 
One of the Club’s finest achievements came in 
1924 when they won both the Welsh Amateur Cup 
and the North Wales Coast Amateur Cup.

A number of minor successes ensued in the 
subsequent decades until the Club hit a purple 
patch in the 1970s when they won the Welsh 
National League (Wrexham Area) Division One 
Championship four times and the League Cup 
on five occasions. Town also landed the North 
Wales Amateur Cup in 1970 and the North Wales 
Amateur Cup in 1972. The manager through 
most of this golden period was John Trevor 
Roberts who remains one of Denbigh Town’s most 
legendary figures.

After the Club left the Wrexham Area League 
at the turn of the 1980s and joined the Clwyd 
League many trophy less years followed. The 
sleeping giant did not awaken until the 1991/1992 
season when Liverpudlian duo Bill Dawson and 
Rook Cook-Hannah took over the reins at the 
Club. 

In their first season the Club won promotion to 
the Premier Division, but the biggest highlight was 
an unforgettable 1-0 North Wales Challenge Cup 
Victory over the 4th placed HFS Loans League 
semi- professionals of Caernarfon Town before an 
ecstatic crowd at Central Park. After two seasons 
in the Clwyd Premier, the Club was promoted 
to the Fitlock Welsh Alliance League in 1994/95. 

Y Gwrthwynebwyr 
meet the opposition
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After finishing 4th in their first season Denbigh 
Town followed up in style by landing the League 
Championship and Cookson Cup double, the 
Club’s finest achievement for almost 20 years. The 
Club joined the Cymru Alliance in 1996/97 and 
enjoyed several good seasons at that level.

Denbigh joined the Welsh Alliance Leagie for 
2002/2003 and finished 3rd, reached the semi-
final of the Barritt Cup and won the Alves Cup 
with Roy Cook-Hannah at the helm. Cook- Hannah 
resigned in December 2003 and Clwyd Williams & 
Nick Hailes were installed as joint-managers. The 
team finished the season in 12th position.

In May 2004 Tim Dyer was appointed manager 
and in 2005/2006 he guided the team to the 
Barritt Cup and Cookson Cup double, runners up 
in the Welsh Alliance League and also finalists 
in the North Wales Coast FA Challenge Cup. 
The Club also won the Welsh Alliance Fair Play 
League for 2005/2006 & 2006/2007. In 2007 
Denbigh Town were crowned Welsh Alliance 
League Champions and Cookson Cup winners. 

After Tim Dyer stepped down at the end of the 
2008/2009 season Steve Jones was appointed 
manager with Dean Martin as his assistant. Under 
the new regime the team finished 10th in the 
2009/2010 Cymru Alliance League. Unfortunately, 
due to the Welsh Premier Super 12, six clubs 
were relegated from the Welsh Premier and the 3 
feeder leagues all promoted a club to the Cymru 
Alliance. This meant only the top 7 survived in 
the Cymru Alliance and so Denbigh Town were 
relegated to the Welsh Alliance League. Jones 
and his assistant Martin resigned in May 2010.

John James and Andy Lewis were appointed 
manager and coach for the 2010/2011 season.

Despite relegation the Club started ground 
development with hard standing area placed 
all around the perimeter of the ground and 
floodlights were installed in April 2012.

In 2012/2013 ex-player and captain Richard 
Williams- Cooke was appointed manager. In 
his first season Cookie took the club to runners 
up position in the Welsh Alliance League. The 
following season the Club won the league, 
remaining unbeaten throughout the whole league 
campaign and also won the Mawddach Cup. The 

Club were promoted to the Cymru Alliance – the 
Tier 2 level of Welsh football

Cookie resigned in June 2014 due to work and 
family commitments. A joint management team 
of Dave Taylor and Terry Ingram were appointed 
in his place, but they parted company with club 
a few months later. In September 2014 the Club 
appointed Elfed Lloyd and 1st team Captain Max 
Peate as caretaker managers for the rest of that 

season.

Gareth Thomas (Perry) was appointed manager 
on 21st May 2015, and he led the Club to 
3rd position in the Cymru Alliance in season 
2015/2016. In the same season Perry also took 
the Club to the Word Cup Final losing 2-0 to treble 
winners The New Saints (TNS).

However, in November 2016 the Club parted 
company with Perry and Eddie Maurice Jones was 
appointed manager

Maurice-Jones took the Club to its highest ever 
finish in the Cymru Alliance – that of 2nd in 
the season 2017/2018. However, at the end of 
that season Maurice-Jones moved to become 
manager of Rhyl and many of the players 
followed him.

New joint managers Dewi Llion Jones & Matty 
Jones had the task of forming a team with new 
players with only a few weeks left before the 
start of the season. Despite a valiant effort by the 
managers and their new team the Club fell into 
the relegation zone on the last day of the season 
2018/2019 and were relegated to the Welsh 

Alliance.

Matty Jones left the joint managership role in 
April 2019 and Dewi Llion Jones was appointed 
sole manager for the season 2019/2020. He 
appointed former Town player Owain Roberts as 
his coach. A strong season followed but the Covid 
19 pandemic meant the season was cut short and 
Denbigh were appointed runners up in the league 

to Holyhead Hotspurs.

The Welsh Alliance League finished in 2019/2020 
and Denbigh Town were placed in the new Lock 
Stock Ardal North West League for the season 

2021/22.

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Er mai dim ond ers 1977 y mae’r clwb 
presennol wedi’ ffurfio, mae nifer o dimau 
wedi bodoli yn y pentref yn y gorffennol. 
Mae tystiolaeth o dîm yn y pentref yn y 
1890au yn ogystal ag amryw o dimau yn y 
1920au a 30au.

Mae ‘na gofnod o Port Dinorwic yn ennill 
Cwpan Alves Cynghrair Caernarfon a’r 
Cylch yn 1945/46. Roedd y timau yma i 
gyd yn chwarae eu gemau cartref ar gae 
yn Stad y Faenol.

Cyn y clwb presennol, roedd tim yn y 
1960au a chwaraeodd yng Nghyngrair 
Caernarfon a’r Cylch am ddau dymor. 
Roedd y clwb yma’n chwarae ar yr un cae 
a’r clwb presennol.

Ffurfiwyd y clwb presennol ar y 3ydd o 
Orffennaf, 1977 fel Portdinorwic Football 

Club, gan ymuno a Chynghrair Caernarfon 
a’r Cylch. Blwyddyn yn ddiweddarach, 
newidiwyd enw’r clwb i Clwb Pel Droed 
Y Felinheli (sef yr enw sy’n cael ei 
ddefnyddio heddiw).

Ennillodd y clwb Cynghrair Caernarfon a’r 
Cylch yn 1981/82 a 1982/83, ac yn 1983/84 
ymunodd y clwb a’r cynghrair newydd, 
Cynghrair Gwynedd. Felin oedd ennillwyr 
cyntaf y gynghrair yma ac yn sgil hyn, 
cafwyd dyrchafiad i Gynghrair Undebol y 
Gogledd (The North Wales Coast League). 
Yn 1987/88, ennillodd y clwb eu tlws 
mwyaf sef y ‘North Wales Coast Challenge 
Cup’, a roedd y clwb yn ail yn yr un 
cystadleuaeth yn 1988/89 a 1989/90.

Yn 1991/92 cyrhaeddodd y clwb eu safle 
uchaf erioed, sef ail yng Nghynhrair 

Hanes y Clwb
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Undebol y Gogledd. Yn ogystal a hyn, 
gwelwyd y dorf mwyaf erioed yn Cae Seilo 
pan ddaeth tua 600 o bobl i weld gem 
olaf y tymor yn erbyn Llangefni Town i 
benderfynnu tynged y gynghrair. Ennillodd 
y clwb Cwpan Alves y Cynghrair Undebol 
yn yr un tymor gan guro Nantlle Vale.

Yn 1994/95, disgynodd y clwb yn ol i 
Gynghrair Gwynedd, ble treuliwyd y 
6 tymor nesaf. Yn ystod y cyfnod yma, 
roedd llwyddiant i’r clwb yn Cwpan 
Barrit, ac yn 2001, ennillodd y clwb 
Gynghrair Gwynedd a cael dyrchafiad yn 
ol i Gynghrair Undebol y Gogledd. Yn y 
tymor cyntaf yn ol, gorffennodd y clwb yn 
hanner uchaf y tabl, ond nid oedd y tymor 
canlynol mor llwyddianus a disgynodd y 
clwb yn ol i Gynghrair Gwynedd. Roedd 
disgyniad arall y tymor canlynol yn ol i 
Gynghrair Caernarfon a’r Cylch.

Dros y blynyddoedd nesaf, roedd y clwb 
yn ail yn y tabl ar nifer o achlysuron, a 
ennillodd y clwb y NWCFA Junior Cup yn 
2013 a 2014.

Yn 2013/14, cyflawnodd y clwb y trebl gan 
ennill y gynghriar, y Junior Cup a Cwpan 

Llun Mewn Ffram gan sicrhau dyrchafiad 
yn ol i Gynghrair Gwynedd.

Ar ol cyfnod byr o ddwy flynedd yng 
Nghynhrair Gwynedd, dyrchafwyd y clwb 
yn ol i system cynghreiriau yr FAW ar 
ol cyflawni’r dwbl gan ennill Cynghrair 
Gwynedd a Cwpan Gwynedd yn nhymor 
2014/15.
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Although the current club was only formed 
in 1977, there have been many teams in 
the village in the past. There is evidence 
of a team in the village in the 1890s and 
various teams during the 1920s and 30s.

There’s a record of Port Dinorwic winning 
the Caernarfon & District League Alves 
Cup in 1945/46. All of the above teams 
played their home games on a field within 
the Faenol Estate.

Before the current club there was a team 
in the 1960’s that played in the Caernarfon 
& District League for two seasons, this 
club played on the same ground that the 
current club plays on.

The current club was formed on the 3rd 
of July 1977 as Portdinorwic Football 
Club and entered the Caernarfon And 

District League. A year later the name was 
changed to Clwb Pel Droed Y Felinheli 
(which is the name that is currently used).

The club won the Caernarfon And District 
League in 1981/82 and 1982/83, and in 
1983/84 they entered the newly formed 
Gwynedd League, of which they were the 
inaugural champions and got promoted 
to the Welsh Alliance League (The North 
Wales Coast League). In 1987/88 the 
club won their highest honors the North 
Wales Coast Challenge Cup, the club were 
finalist in the same competition in 1988/89 
and 1989/90.

In 1991/92 the club gained their highest 
league position of 2nd in the Welsh 
Alliance League, they also had their 
highest attendance of all time when

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approximately 600 people turned up at 
Cae Seilo to watch the end of season title 
decider against Llangefni Town. Also that 
season, the club were the Welsh League 
Alves Cup Winners against Nantlle Vale.

In 1994/95 the club were relegated back 
to the Gwynedd League, where the club 
spent the next 6 seasons. During this 
period the club gained success in the 
Barritt Cup, in 2001 the club won the 
Gwynedd League, gaining promotion 
back to the Welsh Alliance League. After a 
relatively successful 1st season back with a 
top half finish, the 2nd season was not as 
impressive finishing at the foot of the table 
being relegated to the Gwynedd League. 
With a further relegation the next season 
to the Caernarfon District League.

Over the next few years the club were 
runners up a few times along with back to 
back NWCFA Junior Cup titles in 2013 and 
2014.

In 2013/14 the club achieved the coveted 
League, Junior Cup and Llun Mewn Ffram 
treble achieving a promotion back to the 
Gwynedd League.

After a short two season spell in the 
Gwynedd League the club gained 
promotion back into the FAW’s directly 
affiliated league system after winning the 
Gwynedd League and Cup double in the 
2014/15 season.
